The production of Inkspot has been delayed. It was put together by Gerald Carr but there was a technical glitch. It is currently with Jason Chatfield who will see to the problem and update it as soon as possible to send to the printer in Perth where Mick Horne will oversee mailing. Mark McHugh is keen to start on the next Inkspot.


Notice of AGM, motions and elections
This year is an election year for the ACA. I trust that the activities of the Board has renewed enthusiasm from the membership base to see every position nominated for and/or contested. Nomination forms should be posted out with the notice of AGM and call for motions at the same time at a date to be decided on. 
 

Supanova
At very short notice the ACA was involved in Supanova in Sydney last weekend and will be involved in Perth this weekend. The Supanova organisers offered the ACA a free booth in return for free caricatures for the public. I decided, in discussion with Steve Panozzo, that it would be fair that live caricaturists be paid a nominal fee of $100 per hour for their services. An email was sent to the membership asking for expressions of interest. This incurred a cost of $1600 for the full weekend in Sydney. I would have rather paid for cartoonists than give the money for booth hire to Supanova. Although there are live caricaturists in Perth, there are not enough to cover the entire event.  The decision was made to employ Mick Devine less an Associate Membership Fee.  The ACA will assist with a Wacom booth. James Foley has found it very difficult to get members to commit at such short notice. Both Steve and James will report on their activities in due course and will assist in detetmining what the ACA should do in future Supanova conventions

I have received a quote of $130 per unit from a source in Thailand, a saving of around $300 each! I am yet to investigate the local production of plastic bases and will do so next week. The cost of which will determine whether we keep plastic bases like previous statuettes or adopt bronze bases.
